Come learn all about the science and cultural traditions behind Chinese New Year (also celebrated among many other Asian cultures).

Chinese New Year begins on the first new moon after the winter solstice, so the workshop will kick off with an astronomy lesson about the lunar
cycle (the basis of most calendars other than our own!).

each of the years in the cycle. 2004 will be the Year of the Monkey. We will learn about the 12-year cycle (practicing those math skills!)
but we will not emphasize the astrological components other than to talk about the values and qualities associated with each of the
animals and to use them in art projects.

The Chinese calendar also involves an “astrology” component based on a 12-year cycle. There are 12 different animals associated with ﬁ

Students will learn about many of the traditions associated with celebrating Chinese New Year and brainstorm ideas about how to bring these into
their own homes (for example, it is traditional for people to do a big housecleaning on New Year’s Eve, get their hair cut, and to commit to
responsibilities, like doing homework!). We'll talk about the importance of certain symbols, like the color red and the circle.

Of course, there will be many arts and crafts projects — we’ll make lanterns and paper dragons and even practice a little Chinese calligraphy.

And what is a holiday workshop without food? Lunch will consist of homemade vegetarian chow mein (Chinese noodles with veggies) and, for fun
(even though they are not traditional), fortune cookies. Dessert will include round fruits and treats, highlighting, again, the importance of the circle.

We'll have a story or two and some traditional music.
