HOME EDUCATION RESOURCE CENTER Field Trip Information and Registration Instructions

Event Pre-Registration:

1. Read through the monthly Field Trip and Event Listing Forms on the next three pages.

2. Determine which ones your family would like to attend.

3. Fill out the Field Trip and Event Listing Forms to determine your costs. Keep the form for your records.
4

Complete the Winter Term Field Trip Registration Form on the last page. Turn it in with your payment on Registration Night,
Showcase Night, or as soon thereafter as possible. Pre-registration for winter term events closes on Dec. 11, 2004.

% Registering now helps ensure your spot on the trip.
* Events without sufficient enrollment will be canceled.
* If you are unable to register for events at this time, check for open spots on sign-up sheets 2 weeks prior to each event.

5. Approximately two weeks prior to each event, a descriptive flyer with all details of the trip will be posted and announced online
and made available in the office.

6. When the flyer becomes available, a Sign-Up Sheet for the event will also be available in the office.

* 7. You must confirm your registration by checking your name on the Sign-Up Sheet and making sure no additional
information is needed. Fill out a Permission Slip at that time, and pay any amount owing.

8. If you do not register on Registration Night or Showcase Night, you may register for events on a space-available basis after the
sign-up sheets are released.

Events Not Listed in this Packet: These forms are for events that are currently planned for winter term. We often add other events
throughout the course of a term. As these arise, we will announce them online and on the bulletin board in the office. For most of
these events, sign-up sheets will be made available two weeks in advance. Other events are more casual (such as special visitors
onsite), and may not require any advance registration.

Monthly Event Calendar: Village Home prepares a monthly calendar of upcoming events on the 25" of the preceding month. The
monthly calendar is online and can be downloaded at http://www.welearn.net/Village/Events. Anytime changes are made to the
calendar, the calendar is updated and an announcement is made online so that members can download the latest copy.

Field Trip and Event Webpage: Village Home maintains a webpage devoted exclusively to field trips and other events. The page
includes links to informational flyers about upcoming events, information about field trip registration, and photo albums of previous
events.

Field Trip Staff: All field trips are arranged and organized by Field Trip Organizers Martha Bianco and Alexandra Mazziotti. For most
questions and concerns pertaining to field trips, contact Martha Bianco at biancom@q7.com or at 503-236-7466. You can also leave a
note for her in her mail folder in the Village Home office. Each field trip is conducted by a Field Trip Leader. Field Trip Leaders pay
full price for field trips, but are also paid an hourly rate. If you are interested in becoming a Field Trip Leader, please contact Martha,
Alex, or Office Manager Anne Owen. Field Trip Leaders must complete a background check and fingerprinting.

Field Trip and Event Policies: Please make a note of the following policies that pertain to Village Home events.

Village home may cancel events at any time due to low enrollment or other unforeseen circumstances.

Event fees will be refunded only if Village Home cancels the event.

Unless otherwise noted, registration for events via e-mail or by phone is not permitted; registration must be made in person.

For off-campus events, registrants must complete a permission slip for each event (one slip per family per event).

Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied by a parent or a parent designee.

Participants must remain with the Village Home group at the event during the entire period for which they have registered;

early departure is permitted only in the event of an emergency.

Event registration is not complete without full payment of fees and submission of a permission slip.

e Event participants must confirm their registration by completing the sign-up sheet in the Village Home office, which becomes
available approximately two weeks before each event. This applies even for those participants who have preregistered and
prepaid for an event. In-person confirmation gives participants the opportunity to verify registration information and make sure
their registration is complete.

o Financial Aid is available for field trips and other events. We will cover the fees for registered students only for one event per
month, up to $10 per student per event. Please write “FA” in the space where you would normally write the amount due for the
registered student.

e Aninformational flyer is made available approximately two weeks prior to each event. The flyer provides all information

participants might need about each event, including when and where to meet, what to bring, directions or a map, and contact

numbers. It is the participant’s responsibility to obtain the flyer by downloading one online from the Field Trip and Events
website or by picking up a copy in the office.

Suavie Island Wildlife Exploration:  The original
inhabitants of Sauvie Island were the Multhomah Indians,
unfortunately decimated by smallpox. By 1856, most of
Sauvie Island was staked out by settlers via the Oregon
Trail. In the 1930s the Army Corps of Engineers
implemented a dike system to control the annual flooding
of the island, and by 1950 the Sauvie Island bridge was
constructed to connect the island to mainland. Both of
these feats removed the last obstacles to full settlement of
the island. To preserve the natural wonder of the area,
Oregon Parks and Wildlife set aside 12,000 acres as the
Sauvie Island Wildlife Area. Join marine biologist Jeff
Gottfried for a tour of the island, featuring the beginnings
of spring bird migrations.
